Summary of WG2 meeting in Geneva:


X3L2 accept the resolutions of SC2/WG2 in the Geneva meeting.





Korean Hangul proposal


X3L2 recommends to the members to accept the Korean proposal as expressed in N1158.  Based on this document, WG2 developed pDAM-5 (N1209) with base text in N1198 and explanatory notes in N1199.  X3L2 instructs its delegates to the SC2 plenary to inform SC2 that the technical advisory group has recommended its members to view this position favorably.





Status and disposition of comments to ISO/IEC 10646-1:


X3L2 strongly supports the direction, expressed in N1137, dealing with naming defect reports.


X3L2 finds N1086 and N1114 in order (these are the disposition of editorial and non -editorial comments from the WG2 meeting.


The ad hoc group on principles and procedures should incorporate the current contents of N1078R and any further contributions in the (Excel) status report data base





ECMA proposal to produce the next version of 10646


X3L2 welcomes the proposed support for the editing of 10646 by ECMA.  X3L2 strongly encourages ECMA to work with JTC1 to produce a single standard.





Summary of UTC meetings 64 & 65, liaison report from Unicode


X3L2 has no comments on the Unicode book schedule


There is no interest from X3L2 in Mongolian





Character-Glyph Model [94-145, 95-012, 013]


X3L2 approves the project proposal X3L2/95-043 on the C/G model.  


The name is changed to “An operational model for characters and glyphs.


X3L2 thanks X3V1 for its cooperation and effort in the production of the next version of the character / glyph model and approves the submission of  X3L2/95-046 to SC2 and SC18
