Subject:	Draft Revision to X3.83:1989





Action Requested:	Compare with X3.83:1989 and Consider Draft to Replace X3.83:1989








Document X3L2/94-039 recommended that X3.83:1989 be revised rather than reaffirmed. Enclosed is a draft revision of X3.83:1989.  In addition to the changes recommended in 94-039, the draft revision updated the flow of the procedure to clarify some of the steps and to add decision blocks.  I am uncertain that the decision blocks are the standard shape for flowcharting.  (I’ll verify this with the X3 Secretariat.)  I also added an informative annex to describe the changes made from the 1989 standard.  I also struck out the reference to X3.41 in anticipation of X3 approval to withdraw it (because X3L2 voted to recommend withdrawing that standard at our meeting in January).





Procedurally, the steps to revise the standard are to (1) vote within X3L2 to revise the standard and to accept the enclosed draft as the first draft, (2) accommodate comments on the ballots to the enclosed draft, (3) create a new project plan to revise the standard (and enclose the revised draft), (4) obtain OMC approval for the new project plan, (5) forward the revised draft to X3 for an X3 ballot and for public comments, (6) accommodate the comments, and (7) forward to ANSI for publication.
