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The draft Character/Glyph Model document (SC 2/WG 2 N915) that was included with the new work item recommended the harmonization of terms used by SC 18 and SC 2 in character and glyph standards. X3L2 (the US TAG to SC 2) and X3V1 (the US TAG to SC 18) prepared this document at a joint meeting on 5-6 June, 1995.  The only terms found to need harmonizing are the terms “glyph” used by SC 18 and “graphic symbol” used by SC 2.


 


The United States recommends that SC 2 use the term “glyph” in future editions of its standards rather than “graphic symbol.” As an alternate solution, SC 2 could define and cross-reference the SC 18 term “glyph” in future publications as being equivalent to “graphic symbol,” and SC18 could define and cross-reference the SC 2 term “graphic symbol” as being equivalent to “glyph.”
