Convention


This Technical Report uses the convention that characters are named with the code position and character name from ISO/IEC 10646-1: 1993 and frequently followed by a representative glyph in quotation marks.  When discussing characters, they are depicted in the Helvetica, sans serif font, including the representative glyph for the character.  When discussing glyphs, they are depicted with a serif font like Times Roman.  For example, a character will be shown as


0041 LATIN CAPITAL LETTER A “A”


Since this is describing a character, a sans serif glyph is used for the “A”.


When discussing the glyph corresponding to the “A” character, the glyph will be shown as “A”.
