In POSIX.21 we have the following draft definition for character.  It may be insufficiently precise or use "glyph" incorrectly. What do you think? Do you know a better definition?


Datatype: character


Description: This is a family of types whose values are either "glyphs" or special nonprinting control characters. All character types include the set of portable filename characters. Character types are unordered; any collation properties are unspecified.


Parameters: Character set.

Datatype: character


Description: This is a family of datatypes [???] whose values are used for text (or control information sometimes? embedded within text).


All character types include the set of characters used for portable filename. 


Character types are unordered; collation properties are unspecified.  Collation of characters depends on language, culture and/or the application.  [Eventually, collation may be specified by the locale (POSIX.1)].
