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Level 3 implementations of ISO/IEC 10646-1 also use combining characters to represent accented Latin letters. Again, individual glyphs can be used to provide the best alignment of letter and accent. A level 3 implementation of ISO/IEC 10646-1 might well use the coded character sequence U+0065 latin small letter e “e” and U+0301 combining acute accent “́” “◌́” “´” but draw it using a single “é” glyph. 
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
