Disposition of L2/UTC Responsibilities of Edwin Hart (SHARE Inc.)

1. Maintain subscribers of the X3L2 ListProc at the Johns Hopkins University.

a. I recommend moving the list to Unicode.

2. US representative to the ISO/IEC 2375 Registration Authority’s Joint Advisory Committee.

a. I recommend Joan Aliprand as my replacement.

3. Joan Aliprand and I are assisting editor with the ISO/IEC 2375 revision.  We expect an FDIS 2375 ballot by the fall and publication in 2003.  We are also contributing to the revision of ISO/IEC 15897 based on the 2375 model.

a. Joan Aliprand can do this.  I can assist via e-mail.

4. Editor for the revision of TR 15285 (Character-Glyph Model) to add keyboard input and additional guidelines for deciding what to code.  I started by revising the IUC 20 and 22 tutorials (based on TR 15285) to add keyboard input issues and model but have done no work on revising the TR itself.  I think that defining guidelines for deciding what characters to code would be a good topic for a Unicode Technical Report.

a. Realistically, the best thing would be for me to make no further efforts.  It’s difficult to maintain enthusiasm without meeting participation and deadlines.

b. However, I just might be able to get a start on these in September at the IUC and November at my last L2/UTC Meeting.
