The project’s leader is also working to get reviews of various script proposals (including,
amongst others, Marchen by Andrew West and Book Pahlavi by Roozbeh Pournader) and is
also assisting on a proposal for CJK Urgently Needed Characters for Transcribing Slavonic.

SEl is helping to organize a meeting in Beijing on Tangut in late 2013. The goal of the meeting is
to help move the Tangut script proposal (N4325, N4326, and N4327) along in the approval
process by having experts gather for a face-to-face meeting.
