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0. Background

According to the Pipeline and PRI #389, 16 new characters for Miao block will be added in
Unicode, 12.0.0. There will be 149 characters in this block, and there will be 61 annotations
under the corresponding characters. 6 groups of Miao people, Yi people and Bai people are

mentioned in the annotations, but there are some inconsistencies for the group names recently.

In Section 1 in WG2 N4845 (or L2/17-345), the author, my dear friend Adrian Cheuk, showed

a list on two kinds of the group names. [ copied the left-most two columns in that list simply

as below.

Mr. Cheuk chose the group names in the second column above as the annotations which he
called them as “remarks” in Section 2 in his document.

Thanks to John Jenkins’, Erich Fickle’s, Michael Everson’s, David Morse’s, Adrian Cheuk’s and
other expert’s, national bodies’ great contributions, the Miao block becomes more and more

perfect, but the inconsistencies in the annotations should still be considered to modify.
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1.DryYi & GanYi

Dry Yi and Gan Yi both mean the same Yi group, which the name is writtenas % in modern

Chinese.

2. Black Yi & Hei Yi
Black Yi and Hei Yi both mean the same Yi group, which the name is written as 2 %% in

modern Chinese.

3. Two Kinds of Translation Methods of the Group Names

The names of Xiaohua Miao, Gan Yi, Hei Yi and Bai Yi are translated based on the Hanyti Pinyin,
but the names of Dry Yi and Black Yi are translated based on their English meanings. The

relationship between these two kinds of the group names are shown as below.

4. Solution

I request UTC and WG2 to discuss which kind of the translation method is better for the
Unicode and ISO/IEC 10646.

1) If the translation method based on the Hanyti Pinyin is better, “Dry Yi” and “Black Yi” should

be modified to “Gan Yi” and “Hei Yi” as below. 20 annotations need to be modified.
