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1 Introduction

This is a preliminary proposal to encode the Tanchangya script in the Universal Character Set. Tanchangya
script is used in Chittagong Hill Tracts, Bangladesh for writing Tanchangya language. This document
provides a description of the writing system, a code chart and names list, and a few specimens. An
allocation for the script should be made in the roadmap to the Supplementary Multilingual Plane. The code
chart, name list, and all information presented here are subject to change. Additional information will be
provided as it is obtained.

2 Background

Tanchangya language (ISO 639-3 tnv) (Tanchangya: ohwoeo,, Chakma: ;@és, Bengali: ©%571) also known
as Daingnak and Tonchongya respectively. It is spoken by 22,000 (1991) people. The Tanchangya language is
one of the eleven indigenous languages in Chittagong Hill Tractsin present day Bangladesh. It is
categorized as an Indo-Aryan language, despite some scholars having the opinion of it being Tibeto-
Burman language. It is closely related to Chakma and Chittagonian. Tanchangya settlements are found in
South Tripura and in Chakma Autonomous District Council (CADC) of India. They are mostly concentrated
in the Chittagong Hill Tracts (CHT) of Bangladesh; a smaller number lives in Sittwe, Myanmar.

Tanchangya language is written by Tanchangya script. The script itself is also called ™ og Kd-pdth, crwwveny
ccoo Téncongyd Legd and orwsven; »w Téncongyd Agh.

The Tanchangya and Chakma are two tribes with very little difference, aboriginal to the area of Chittagong
Hill Tracts and the Rakhine state of present-day Myanmar respectively. Although the Tanchangyas are at
times identified as a sub-tribe of Chakma, it is seen that Tanchangya prefer to be identified as a distinct
tribe. However, in terms of their languages, their similarities are more than the differences and their
dialects are almost always mutually intelligible’.

3 Timeline

This script was discovered by researcher Dr. Rupak Debnath of Tripura University during in his fieldwork in
January, 2004. He found that Vaidhya and Kabiraj* are using this script in their manuals. He found some
Chakma script but after scrutiny, he realized that some graphemes are altered in shapes. And also, he found
that name of the letters is slightly different [see fig.]. The first two graphemes of the kd-varga,  and s are
sung as kichimyd kd and g6chimyd khd, against Chakma o cucyanya ka and o gujanya kha, etc. In his further
study during 2004-05, he found that this script probably belongs to an intermediate stage between Marma
(Burmese) script and present-day Chakma script. Even the numerals which Tanchangya vaidyas? use differ
from Chakma numerals*.

After discovery of Debnath, this script was revised once. In the initial stage, the most of the graphemes of
this script are quietly similar to Chakma script. To show difference themselves from Chakma; Tanchangya
organizations changed some shapes, borrowed some characters from Burmese script and add some signs for
proper phonology of Tanchangya. As per Clifton5, the Tanchangya could have used the Chakma, Burmese,

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or Bangla alphabets. However, they decided to design a new alphabet based on, but different from, the
Chakma. Sebba® (2007) argues that in their orthographies, communities exhibit a tension between
identification with, and differentiation from, the language on which the orthography is based. This is
exactly what we see in the case of Tanchangya. The Tanchangya community decided to base their alphabet
on the Chakma to show they were related to the Chakma. However, they systematically changed the
alphabet to show that they were different from the Chakma - they were not simply a part of the larger
Chakma community.

Now, this script becomes the child system of Mon-Chakma script.

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5 Script details

Tanchangya script is an alphasyllabic writing system which is written from left to right on horizontal line.
Consonants having inherent sound [a], virama is for kill the inherent vowel, no conjunctions. It has medials
and tone marks.

The discovery by Debnath had 32 consonants, 14 vowels, 13 signs and 10 digits. which were later modified
and kept as 5 vowels, 31 consonants, 9 vowel signs, 3 medial signs, 7 various signs.

But later on, further research, we have found some more symbols and letters which are present in
handwritten form but not in printed primers. §5.5

It is equivalent to
Bengali YA . It is used to write Pali and Bengali loanwords.

We have found this letter (petpidld /i) LLAA 20 /[a/ [la] in the book of Debnath, it is equivalent to
Chakma LHAA os. It is used to write Pali loanwords. e,g. 0® pdli.

o Letter SHA
We have found this letter (péyd boikyd $@) SHA 2 /[a/ [sa] in some handwritten texts, it is equivalent

to Bengali SHA =I. It is used to write Bengali loanwords.

e Letter SSA
We have found this letter (pet kébd sd) SSA 29/sa/ [sa] in some handwritten texts, it is equivalent to

Bengali SSA 7. It is used to write Bengali loanwords.



5.7 Digits

Debnath found Tanchangya numerals during his research and mentioned in his book. But now Tanchangya
people are using Burmese digits. With this proposal author recommends adding Tanchangya digits for their
future use. These digits are quite different from Chakma and Burmese.

5.8 Punctuation
Devanagari-like Danda (1) is used by Tanchangya to end a sentence. This should be unified with the

corresponding Devanagari character U+0965. No evidence contains double danda. Latin marks, such as : .,
<>;_"()?\/-and!are used.
