With reference to your message dated 1999-04-09 requesting corrections to names of characters on Page 67, Table 26, Row 0E of ISO/IEC 10646-1, the Editor of the standard, in agreement with the Convenor of JTC1/SC2/WG2 (the body responsible for this standard) wishes to inform you that it is not possible to make changes to the names of characters.





In this standard the names are normative and have been established since publication of the First Edition in 1993-05-15.  This policy is stated in the Note for clause 12 of the standard, where it reads  -"It is intended that in future editions the names and allocations of the characters will remain unchanged."





Any changes would cause serious difficulties with many existing product implementations.





However it is possible to include annotations with the character names, where this would help the reader of the standard.  These annotations are shown in parenthesis.  We propose to provide the following annotations to recognise the small mis-spellings in two of the names:





	0E37	 THAI CHARACTER SARA UEE (sara uue) 


	0E4D	 THAI CHARACTER NIKHAHIT (nikkhahit)





Regarding the other ten names mentioned in your message, where you requested only the inclusion of extra spaces in the names, we consider that annotations of the names are not needed, since the missing spaces will not prevent the reader from understanding the names correctly.
