CJK compatibility characters

The Unicode Technical Committee (UTC) is concerned about the recent submittal of large sets of CJK compatibility characters that appear to contain large numbers of characters that duplicate characters from Extension B and/or appear has requested that IRG to indicate which proposed compatibility ideographs are duplicates of existing or proposed compatibility characters. The UTC will ask IRG to help with indicating duplicates in the DPRK set.

Publication Schedule

Unicode has released Unicode 3.2 in March of this year. Version 3.2 covers the newly added characters of AMD1 to ISO/IEC 106460-1. This is an online-only release and can be accessed at http://www.unicode.org/reports/tr28.

Unicode plans to release Version 4.0 Unicode by September, 2003. This version is intended to be synchronized with AMD2 to part 1 of 10646 and AMD1 to part 2. This is planned as an edition of the Book form of the Unicode Standard, which by the nature of it has a much longer publication cycle. As a consequence, extensive content changes at the Tokyo Meeting might have the effect of affecting synchronization.

Mapping defect for compatibility characters

Unicode published a Technical Corrigendum #3 to correct an oversight in the mapping of CJK-COMPATIBILITY IDEOGRAPH-F951. This correction created a strong concern by IETF because of implications to normalization. Guaranteeing the stability of normalization is of paramount concerns to IETF and similar organizations, with which Unicode maintains liaison relationships.

Documenting ‘deprecated’ characters

In the context of synchronization, the Unicode Consortium would find it useful if the entire list of characters that are ‘deprecated’ in the Unicode Standard, could be noted as being discouraged for use in Annex P of 10646, together with the proposed annotations for the Khmer characters. The meaning of deprecated in the Unicode standard is that the use of such characters is strongly discouraged, but they remain part of the standard and their use remains conformant.

Meeting schedule

Meetings of the Unicode Technical Committee occur four times a year, and the calendar is posted on http://www.unicode.org. A Cambodian delegation attended the meeting in February 2002.
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
