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The Ideographs before LI DING (552, a kind of normalization of ideographs in
history) are called Ancient Ideographs which mainly contains JAGUWEN SCRIPT
(A 30), JINWEN SCRIPT (4:) and XIAOZHUAN SCRIPT (/%%), as well as
ZHANGUO SCRIPT (i FE 32 F7).

They are different script from the one IRG worked out and are working on.

They are not variants of the current Ideographs.

They are not presentation forms of the current Ideographs.

They have not simple one-to-one mapping with the current Ideographs.

They may not need unification amongst CJK countries / regions.

Chinese linguists have been working on this for a long time.
