	Requested Action:
	For WG2’s information, we will request IRG’s consideration to give HKSAR permission to include in the BMP the six characters, listed in Annex I, which are the newly included Hong Kong Supplementary Character Set (HKSCS) characters after the promulgation of the existing HKSCS-2004 standard.


Background:

The HKSAR Government has adopted the ISO 10646 coding standard and the HKSCS for its open and common Chinese language interface.  The HKSCS specifies characters used by the HKSAR community.  The first version of the HKSCS was published in 1999, and all the characters in the latest version, HKSCS-2004, have been included in the ISO/IEC 10646:2003 and its Amendment 1.
As an extension of the existing HKSCS-2004 standard, the Government of the HKSAR will publish a new version of the HKSCS (tentatively named HKSCS-2008) that includes 68 additional characters, six of which have not yet been included in the ISO/IEC 10646 standard.

The HKSAR will request IRG’s consideration to encode the six additional characters, proposed in Annex I to this document, in the BMP at the earliest possible opportunity.  The HKSCS-2008 will provide a good reference for the community and should help foster the development of the information communication technology (ICT) industry in the HKSAR.
