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It was agreed at the SC2/WG2 meeting that the liaison paper presented as SC2/WG2 document N3897 would be reviewed by SC2 national bodies before new characters be added in the UCS.

However it was also decided that:

· Some annotations would be immediately added in the 3rd edition of ISO/IEC 10646 whose work is currently in progress for existing characters, in order to keep track of their correspondence with ISO/IEC 9995-7.
· Some characters used only for 9995-7 but showing inaccurate glyphs be corrected in the Character Charts.
· Possibly the named sequences requested will be considered too, given that they represent ISO/IEC 9995-7 symbols that have to be encoded with combining characters, the solution that was standardized at the time. The named sequences would allow keeping track of the ISO/IEC 9995-7 full symbols.

Details are shown in SC2/WG2 N 3943 (result of an ad hoc meeting held during the SC2/WG2 meeting).
After seeing document N3943, the editor, Michel Suignard, also worked using current ISO/IEC 9995-7 and its amendment 1, as provided by Alain LaBonté, to help him understand what was suitable for immediate inclusion and what was not.

After review of the liaison document by national bodies, the other requests of the paper will be considered, most likely at the Helsinki meeting of SC2/WG2 that will be held in June 2011.
