First of all, it is necessary to correct the erroneous statement in N4196, that Rovas Info is the website of
author of N4183.

Moreover, the font named “Csenge” is an acknowledged typographical solution for design purposes but
Hungarian National Body does not support its utilization in the code chart for its artistic, cursive natur:
Instead, a more simple, morphologically correct, well-proportioned and above all, easily readable “generi
font will be necessary.

The font proposed for encoding in N4196 is more readable linear design style than “Csenge”; however
shapes of the characters show a primitive stage of the design process and there are serious problen
proportionality, shapeliness and typographic rules. Moreover, the script name, the names of the charac
and the character order are not acceptable for the Hungarian National Body and the user community.
