Euro Symbol  


[#72-M1] Motion: The UTC accepts the character "EURO SIGN" at the recommended location 20AC.  There should be clear differentiation of this character from U+20A0, EURO-CURRENCY SIGN

Yogh 


[#72-M2] Motion: To accept the characters "LATIN CAPITAL LETTER YOGH" and "LATIN SMALL LETTER YOGH", with the locations to be agreed on by WG2.  (UTC: Unanimous.  L2: Unanimous)





Etruscan 


[#72-M3] Motion: To accept the proposal for Etruscan script, adding that its recommended location is Plane 1.


(UTC: Unanimous.  L2: Unanimous)

Gothic

Shavian 


[#72-M5] Motion: To accept the proposed repertoire, names and arrangement for Shavian script, using the middle dot for the punctuation mark. (UTC: Unanimous.  L2: Unanimous)





Pollard script 


The Unicode liaison is instructed not to seek immediate approval at the WG2 meeting, but to request feedback from China. (UTC: By consensus)





Linear B 


[#72-M6] Motion: To accept the proposed repertoire, names and arrangement of characters for Linear B.  (UTC: Unanimous.  L2: Unanimous)





Cypriot syllabary 


[#72-M7] Motion: To accept the proposed repertoire, names and arrangement of characters for Cypriot script.


(UTC: Unanimous.  L2: Unanimous)





The Phaistos Disk script was not accepted at this time. (UTC: By consensus)





Additional Arabic characters


[#72-M8] Motion: To accept the characters in the proposal, and also accept the characters "Sindhi preposition in".  The recommended location for these characters is the Arabic script block.  There should be no presentation forms of these characters.  (UTC: 12, 0, 2  L2: Unanimous)





Two Arabic Characters for Jawi 


[#72-M9] Motion: To accept the character "Arabic letter WAW with dot above" and add it to the proposal on additional Arabic characters.  (UTC: Unanimous.  L2: Unanimous)





Instruction to Unicode liaison: Through WG2, request more information from interested parties re hamzah positioned in the middle of a line (i.e., lower than its conventional position in Arabic).





Apostrophe Semantics Clarification 


[#72-M10] Motion:  The UTC approves document 97-110 on apostrophe semantics clarification.


(UTC: Unanimous)





BIDI Algorithm Clarification


[#72-M11] Motion: The UTC approves document 97-111 with the following modification: that the last two lines in the section on BIDI character type be removed and further analysis be carried out.  (UTC: 13, 0, 1)





Character Properties Database Changes 


[#72-M12] Motion: The UTC approves document 97-112 with the changes proposed during discussion: (UTC: Unanimous)





UTF-8 


Results of straw polls:


Document other forms of UTF-8: Strong opposition


Reject additional UTF-8 variants with prejudice: (i.e., strongly discourage): Strong support


New work item to develop additional forms of UTF-8: Strong opposition


[#72-M13] Motion:  The editorial group is empowered to work on clarification of UTF-8 for the Unicode Standard and ISO/IEC 10646.  (UTC: Unanimous)





Compression Algorithm 


[#72-M14] Motion:  To adopt document 97-131 with requested changes and sample code in Java, as Unicode Technical Report #6, and publish it on the Unicode Web site.  Later, incorporate it into Version 3.0.  (UTC: 13, 0, 1)   





Last Resort Font


[#72-M15] Motion:  To make the Last Resort Font, after space/width modifications, available on Unicode Web site.  (UTC: Unanimous)





Identifier Comparison


[#72-M16] Motion:  The UTC recommends (through Misha Wolf) to W3C: where names are used programmatically, binary comparison is adequate, but for names used by people, the comparison should be looser, for example, case insensitive.





Sinhala


[#72-M17] Motion: To accept the combined proposal on Sinhala of Michael Everson and the Sri Lanka Standards Institute with respect to (a) graphic character repertoire and (b) names without the annotations.  The UTC is willing to be flexible on ordering now, but will be inflexible once an ordering is accepted by WG2.  (UTC: 13,0.1  L2: Unanimous)





[#72-M18] Motion:  General principle: Where a script has fewer than 128 characters, don't cross a 128 character boundary.  If overflow is necessary, make sure that the high frequency characters are in the same 128 character block.  Liaisons are instructed to pursue addition of this principle to WG2 procedures.  (UTC: Unanimous)





WG2 documents N 1533 - N 1536


UTC [#72-M19] Motion:  The UTC instructs its liaisons that Private Use Area characters will never be redefined to be non-private use.  (UTC: Unanimous)





Mongolian – Architectural issues


UTC [#72-M20] Motion:  To suggest to WG2 that the Ad Hoc Mongolian group revise their proposal in WG2 to define Mongolian specific variant selectors (which will have specific presentation semantics) and an algorithm for their use.  The Unicode liaisons may explore alternate solutions for coding the presentation forms and may be flexible re choice.   (UTC: Unanimous)





Romanian


[#72-M21] Motion:  To add T, t, S, s, with comma below, provided that these two characters will not be added into ISO/IEC 8859-2.  Recommended locations are 1E9C through 1E9F.   (UTC: 10, 2, 2)  (L2: Unanimous)





HWAIR and WYNN (capital forms) 


[#72-M22] Motion:  To accept the characters in 97-117 (WG2 N1547).  Proposed code positions  01F6 and 01F7.  





Change in name of HEBREW LETTER YOD WITH HIRIQ


UTC [#72-M23a] Motion: The Unicode liaisons should not strenuously object to the requested change in name from HEBREW LETTER YOD WITH HIRIQ to HEBREW LETTER YIDDISH YOD WITH HIRIQ. (UTC: Unanimous)


L2 [#72-M23b] Motion: The US delegates should not strenuously object to the requested change in name from HEBREW LETTER YOD WITH HIRIQ to HEBREW LETTER YIDDISH YOD WITH HIRIQ. (L2: Unanimous)





UTC [#72-M24] Motion:    To oppose adding the general variation mark unless text is added to ISO/IEC 10646 that this character follows the associated graphic symbol. (UTC: 7, 1, 6)                                               





Draft pDAM 14


Specific characters were identified as questionable, and needing more evidence of use.  (UTC: By consensus  L2: By consensus)





Contribution to SC2 on combining characters in 8-bit standards


L2 [#72-M25] Motion:  Recommended that L2 to support the principles of the paper 97-052.  (Unanimous)





SC2.288 Netherlands policy regarding SC2 future work (posting from SC02 list) 


[#72-M26] Motion: Respond to the Netherlands proposal as follows: (1) Thank the Netherlands for its concern about these issues; (2) Respond that the roadmap exists to take care of this concern in much greater detail;  (3) Propose that SC2 adopt N1499 as the guiding document for all scripts and codes within SC2's jurisdiction.  (UTC: Unanimous.  L2: Unanimous)
