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Dear Dr. Mark Davis,

We would greatly appreciate if you could incorporate a new code set for Lepcha
and modifications as suggested for Indian languages. These may be included for
discussion during the forthcoming UTC#101 on November 15-18, 2004:

1. Lepcha is second language of the Government of Sikkim. It has its own grammar
and it is also taught in schools of Sikkim. Lepcha may be represented in the code
set number “1A00-1A7F” The details of the language and the proposed code set
is given at Annexure-1.

2 Vedic Sanskrit; The proposed code set has been widely discussed in the country.

It is requested that this may kindly be incorporated. This uses pure consonants

and a number of vedic signs. Pure consonants should be treated as distinct.

Evidences of usage are over 1000 pages. The representation does not include the

derived letters. The proposed code set is given at Annexure — [1.

Limbu is spoken in Sikkim, India. Its Unicode representation is the code set:

1900-194F equivalent to 5x16 code points. Shapes of the vowel signs should be

smaller in size than those represented in the code set. Accordingly Glyph
modification may be incorporated in the forthcoming Unicode volume.

4. Bhutia is spoken in Sikkim, India. It uses Tibetan script which has code set:
0F00-0FFF equivalent to 16x16 code points. The modified ‘tsalak’ £ need to be
added. This may be added at OFBD. '

55 Other Indian languages: some of the suggestions have alrcady been
incorporated. However, still discrepancies remain. It is therefore, requested to
reconsider the suggestions made earlier. A copy of the same is enclosed herewith.
