1. Background

A
It has come to our attention that the U+269D >3 OUTLINED WHITE STAR is not the symbol that
customarily appears on the Moroccan flag. Instead, the pentagram is used (see
http://www.crwflags.com/fotw/flags/ma.html).

After research into the pentagram and the interlaced pentagram symbols, all of which are used in
mystical or occult contexts, it now is clear that one pentagram symbol and two different interlaced
pentagrams symbols require encoding. Additionally, an annotation needs to be added to U+269D.

Below are examples of pentagrams that appear on the Moroccan flag.

The solid pentagram, as found in the top row of the figure above, is also used in mysticism and occult
contexts (see figures in section 6).

The interlaced version of the pentagram (bottom row) is the more common shape on the Moroccan flag.
The interlaced pattern is that of the right-handed cinquefoil in topological knot theory (cf.
http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Trefoil knot and http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Cinquefoil knot ).

(Note that frimbriation -- fringe around the design in a different color [shown below in the right-hand
column] -- is a variant that also occurs with the pentagram and interlaced pentagram.)

Ethiopia also has an interlaced pentagram on its flag (see http://www.crwflags.com/fotw/flags/et.html),
but its interlacing is slightly different:

Ethiopia: %EX Morocco: ig

The interlacing on the flag of Ethiopia follows that of a left-handed cinquefoil knot in topological knot
theory. The pentagram on the Moroccan Naval Jack flag also shows this pattern
(http://www.crwflags.com/fotw/flags/ma~n.html#j).
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Mystical and occult uses show both interlacings (see section 7, below).

Because the two interlacing pentagrams are different topologically, we request two new interlaced
pentagrams be added to the UCS, with names based on their topological equivalents (RIGHT-HANDED
INTERLACED PENTAGRAM and LEFT-HANDED INTERLACED PENTAGRAM).

2. History of the Pentagram

The pentagram (or pentalpha, pentangle) is a symbol that has been in use since at least the time of the
ancient Near East; it was already a common sign amongst the Sumerians ca. 3000 BC. The sign has
conveyed different meanings to different groups. It continues in use today by modern religious groups
such as Wiccans. Examples of the use of the pentagram and the interlaced pentagrams are included in
sections 6 and 7, below.
