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1. Introduction 

The purpose of the documents is to bring the attention of the Unicode Technical Committee (UTC) the Badugu^ 

bD$g$ script. This script is used for writing Badaga/Badugu language [Tamil: படுகு, Badugu: bD$g$] (ISO 639-3 bfq), 

is a Southern Dravidian language (Tamil-Kannada branch) spoken by approximately 134,000 (Ethnologue) in the 

Nilgiri hills of Tamil Nadu (India). The script was designed by Yogesh Raj (y'g*Sx r!jx) of Kodasoley village, in the 

1967-68. It gets official recognition from Baduga Mahajana Sangha, umbrella organization of Badagas. Another 

script was developed by Anandhan Raj^ in 2009, which is not accepted by the organizations. First, class-I textbook 

bD$g$ br&g) Baḍugu Barego was published by Badaga Language Promotion Group 2012. Now, 4

p!T b)kxk$ Baḍugu Pāṭa Bokku is running. 

The Badugu script is an abugida based written from left-to-right. A repertoire of at least 63 characters is required 

to encode the script. There are 11 vowels, 27 consonants, 15 signs and 10 digits. Consonants possess an inherent 

vowel. 

Research on the script is ongoing. This document provides a preliminary list of characters and a specimen. An 

allocation for the script should be made in the roadmap to the Supplementary Multilingual Plane. The code chart, 

name list, and all information presented here are subject to change. Additional information will be provided as it is 

obtained. 

All specimens of Badugu script were provided by Yogesh Raj, script inventor.
