Since some Hanzi characters that commonly used in Singapore were missing from 
current 106046. As the CD of 106406-2 CD will release in May, We would like to add 
them into the 10646 extension C. 
 
We’ve carefully examine the characters we are going to submit and tried to minimize the 
cost of this amendment by removing all possible duplications. Finally we have come out 
with 25 Hanzi characters that we request to add to 10646. 
 
We have made the 96x96 bit map files of each characters. And supported documents of 
these characters on usage frequency and original source will be provided.
