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1. Introduction 

China found out one error G glyph in CJK Unified Ideograph Extension B, which is necessary to 

modify.  

The current G glyph for U+23517 in the code charts is shown as below.  

 
The current G reference, GHZ-21242.03, means this character was collected from 《漢語大字典》. 

The original evidence is shown as below.  

 

The current G glyph has matched the source, but we confirm the glyph in the source is wrong. 《漢

語大字典》 shows this character is from 《類篇》, but the corresponding glyph in 《類篇》 is 

different from the one in 《漢語大字典》. We have checked three versions of 《類篇》 and nine 

versions of 《集韻》, the results all show the current G glyph is problematic.

2. Proposal 

凡 & 卂 are treated as a pair of UCV (i.e. UCV #55) for IRG, and ⿰枲凡 and ⿰枲卂 are 

cognate, so we think it’s OK to modify the G glyph on the code charts directly. The G reference is 

better to change to GHR-31331.03 because the glyph on the second edition of 《漢語大字典》 is 

right and has matched the quoted source in the dictionary. There is no need to change the RS 

information.
